In the face of enemies on all sides, long-suffering Jeremiah puts 
his trust in the Lord. The first reading establishes the theme run-
ning throughout today’s scripture passages: We can always rely on 
the Lord. The psalmist turns to the Lord, whose kindness is con-
stant. Paul points out that God’s grace—given by Jesus on the 
cross—is greater than the sins of humanity. Jesus assures his disci-
ples that God watches over them to the smallest detail. May God’s 
word reassure us as well.
