Sixth Sunday In Ordinary Time 

In ancient times, when people contracted leprosy they were imme-
diately excluded from the community, barred from contact with 
anyone else. But Jesus changed all that when a single leper came 
to him. Not only did he heal him, he did so by reaching out and 
touching him, breaking down the barrier between healthy and sick, 
between “clean” and “unclean.” As Jesus did, so did Paul, the 
apostle to the Gentiles, who wrote that he became an imitator of 
Christ. May the words we hear today inspire us to be imitators of 
Christ as well, breaking down barriers and reaching out to those 
who have been excluded.
