On Easter Sunday, we hear some of Jesus’ earliest disciples testify to 
the unprecedented event they had witnessed. Saint Peter addresses an 
assembly of Gentiles, teaching them about Jesus and how God raised 
him from the dead. Saint Paul preaches about the effect Christ’s resur-
rection has had on his life. In the Gospel, Saint Mary Magdalene, the 
first to see the empty tomb, frantically announces the news to two of 
Jesus’ closest disciples. None of his disciples yet understood that Je-
sus had to rise from the dead, but the disciple whom Jesus loved be-
lieved at once. Let us consider how we ourselves testify to the Resur-
rection.
